Information about the seminar and main objectives
It is already third year when NESG is organizing Summer Camps in Georgia for young researchers, students and journalists from Caucasus, USA and Europe, about free market economy and related libertarian issues.  

Major objective of the summer camp is to disseminate free market economic knowledge among young people, to change their soviet mentality, knowledge and understanding of major economic and social issues. Also, increase number of libertarian thinkers and network of freely minded persons who can influence on others opinions and even on governmental public policy.
